Welcome to 7th Grade Social Studies!

What will we be learning in Social Studies? In Social Studies we will be learning about how people from 15th century to Present Day interacted with their environment and formed societies in which they could live. This means we study their culture, the impact of their technology, important historical events, where they lived, how they provided for themselves and earned a living, and the civic ideals and practices they created in order to govern their communities. 

What areas of the world will we be studying? 

We will study from the Middle Ages to the World Wars. We will conclude our year learning about the Present Day.

What materials will I need? You will need a 3-ring binder, five dividers, loose-leaf paper, several pencils, and a pencil sharpener that contains the shavings. In addition, each class is asked to bring the item listed below to share.

How will I be graded? Our grades are weighted and divided into four categories- Homework, Classwork, Participation, Assessments.  Performance grades make up 90% of your overall grade and include tests, classwork, quizzes and major projects. Participation grades make up 10% of your grade.

Test Retakes-Students are expected to earn 75% or better on each test. If they earn less than 75%, they are eligible for a retake. The retake test is harder and will be given 2-3 days after the original test has been returned. If possible, I would like each student taking a retake to stay after school with me to review answers and prepare for the test. This review session will last approximately 45 minutes. 

Did you know that “sharing” homework or test answers is considered cheating? All students caught sharing answers will automatically receive a zero for that specific assignment. When they ask for answers, just say “NO.” Help your friends by giving them tips on tough questions or by encouraging them to talk to their teachers for extensions or help.

Progress Reports- All progress reports must be signed and returned.  I am always available to check a grade. If, however, you want immediate feedback, please check your grades online. 
What textbook will we be using? Our textbook is called Journey Across Time. A classroom set of books will be available for use during social studies class.  For homework all students may report to my class webpage.
Homework:  Typically, homework is assigned every day and can include written assignments, research, answering questions or studying for tests and quizzes. All students are asked to record their homework in their planner. However, if they forget, feel free to contact me by email. 
Absences- Students are allowed the number of days absent plus one to turn in late work. There are no points deducted for late work turned in by the agreed-upon deadline. All missed work is easily found in folders in the back of the room. Please students—DON’T ignore make-up work! This is the main way students fall behind. You can email me, call a friend, have your family call me at school or you can make an arrangement to see me before/after school. DON’T LET IT GO!! All missing work will be entered as a zero until it is turned in.

Special Projects: Special projects will be assigned throughout the year. A grading rubric will be given for each project.  Each project will require planning and research. Other requirements may be given when the project is assigned. Projects are counted as an assessment grade.
